“Romance, now and then” by the Philharmonic Orchestra which started its operations
on 1885, but was not officially established until 1888 by royal decree. Its first grand
musician was Spyridon Spathis managed to make it an inseparable piece of Athenian
musical culture. Many great musicians have passed through it. In the year 1995 there
was a radical renewal of the set of structure and support as well as musicians and staff.
Today it is comprised of 86 nusicians. Its activities include concerts on a regular basis
as well as educational programs, customary traditions, military and religious events.
Also it can often be seen at various galas organised by Athenian work syndicates
and associations and has been honoured many times for its contributions.
